School Description:

Summary of Position:

The teacher will help students
build on fundamentals they learned in middle school to prepare them for graduation. Teacher will
teach a few subjects or one specialized subject. Under the general supervision of the building principal
and administrators, the teacher is responsible to facilitate student success and growth in academic and
interpersonal skills through implementing the core curriculum.
